This year, we have spent less on Specialist staff as we have been able to continue to develop our own skills internally.  We have utilised staff from other areas to support us with our delivery of some area such as Rocket Theatre, Cheerforce Knights, Ratlingate Outdoor Education Centre and CUFC.    

Outward Bound Trust

This funding continues to enable us to reduce the costs of outward bound activities and trips to enable all children to access the provision.

Inter school competitions and festivals

Cost: £1000
We have accessed a variety of competitions and festivals over the year.  These have included things such as County Footbal competitions, Multi skills competitions for KS1, Dodgeball, hi-5 netball etc.  The competitions and festivals have given the children across all ages the opportunities to experience cross school competition as well as being abel to represent Brook Street School in settings outside of our building.  It also enhances the playing opportunities we have which could otherwise be limited due to the facilities we have at school. 

Play Leaders

This year we have introduced a new scheme where we employ adults to deliver focused and varied sports activities to the whole school during lunch times.  The staff explored similar schemes at other schools and we have developed this over the course of the year.  We plan to continue this next year as the children are more active at lunchtimes, and we have seen a marked improvement in wellbeing.

Equipment

Our Annual PE Inspection highlighted that we were needing to replenish some of our equipment due to general wear and tear.  We have done this to support our range of equipment that we have available to the children, as well as ensuring good quality equipment is accessible.

Transport
