Music

In history, year 1 children learn historical enquiry skills and about a famous person from the past and all about how toys have changed over time. 
History

English

Maths


 In maths, year 1 count to and past 100, use number bonds and subtraction facts to 20 and start to add and subtract 1 and 2 digit numbers. They begin to recognize fractions of shapes and amounts and to measure height, length, mass and capacity. They learn the names and properties of some 2d and 3d shapes and start to sequence events using time.   
[bookmark: _GoBack]In English the children will learn key writing skills such as how to form and size letters correctly and how to punctuate sentences. They will retell different types of stories including traditional tales and stories with patterns. They will also have opportunity to write non-fiction genres such as diaries, letters and recounts.





Geography


In Year 1 they will study the countries and capital cities of the UK and find out more about our local area. They also study seasons and climate



Science


In Science year 1 learn to name the parts of a plant and names of common plants. They name parts of the body and features of animals, such as carnivores, herbivores and omnivores. They study different materials, their properties and compare and group these materials.  
Year 1 children will take part in guided reading sessions every day as well as some whole class reading. They are expected to read to someone at home 5 nights per week.
