Music

Children follow the Charanga Music scheme with a focus on performing, listening, appreciating and evaluating different genres of music.

Maths


 Year 2 develop their knowledge of numbers up to 100, count on or back in different steps and compare and order numbers. They begin to add and subtract with 2-digit numbers and know their number bonds by heart. They learn their 2, 5- and 10-times tables, use halves and quarters, sort 2d and 3d shapes and tell the time to 5 minutes.

They will also apply these skills to non-fiction genres such as: recounts, instructions and report writing. The children will also write setting descriptions, riddles and letters. We will also continue to focus on handwriting and spelling. 





Geography


Year 2 study the continents and oceans of the world and compare the UK to the developing world to build the childrens geographic skills.  



Science


Using Purple Mash, year 2 will develop their coding skills and find out more about staying safe online. 

In Science, year 2 study living things and their habitats and begin to understand simple food chains. They learn how seeds mature into plants, what they need for this and what humans need to keep healthy. Year 2 also study materials, their properties and uses. 
At Brook Street we use Accelerated reader to check comprehension skills. We also take part in whole class or guided reading sessions daily.
