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School
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Year 5 curriculum
Information
In year 5 children study Anglo Saxons, Vikings and a local historical study focused on Tait Street. Children learn about chronology and the use of primary and secondary sources. 

English

History

Maths


 In English the children will learn key writing skills and apply these to setting and character descriptions and the re-telling of stories. They will also write non-fiction genres such as a diary entry, biography, instructions and reports. The children will study different forms of poetry such as kennings and free-verse.  

In Maths year 5 use numbers up to 1 million and add and subtract with thousands. They find factors and multiples and multiply and divide numbers, including decimals, by 10, 100 and 1000. They calculate area, measure and draw angles and start to use line graphs. They also start to use mixed numbers and percentages. 




Geography


In Year 5 children will compare Cumbria to another European location and learn about how, why and where earthquakes happen. 



Science


[bookmark: _GoBack]At Brook Street we use Accelerated reader to check comprehension skills. We also take part in daily whole class or guided reading sessions. 
Reading
Year 5 learn about life cycles and reproduction and how humans develop and age. They also study solids, liquids and gases and how these are mixed and separated. Year 5 also learn about the movement of the Sun, Earth and Moon and our solar system.  
Online safety remains a key part of the year 5 curriculum, as does coding. The children also learn about databases and spreadsheets.
