Information
Year 6 learn about Crime and punishment in Britain since 1066. They will also study the Mayans to contrast this with British and European history. 
English

History

Maths


 Children use numbers up to 10 million and add, subtract, multiply and divide with 4-digit numbers and decimal. They compare, order and simplify fractions and begin to use ratio and proportion. They are introduced to algebra and calculate the area and perimeter of a range of 2d shapes. They also learn about the properties of circles. 
In English there will be focus on writing skills. The children will learn how to write different fiction genres including folk tales and setting descriptions. They will also have opportunity to write non-fiction genres such as persuasive arguments and biographies. Additionally, they will complete a poetry unit focusing on poems which create imagery. 





Geography


In Year 6 children complete an American study, look at Settlements & Trade and conduct a local study learning about the UNESCO World Heritage Status of the Lake District 




Science


Year 6 continue to learn about online safety and about coding but they also study blogging, spreadsheets and networks. 

Computing

At Brook Street we use Accelerated reader to check comprehension skills. We also have whole class or guided reading sessions daily.
In Science children learn about scientific classification and evolution and inheritance. They study the human circulatory system and how to stay healthy. They also learn more about light and electricity which they studied in years 3 and 4.
