Curriculum
Why the Outdoors? At Brook Street School we believe it is essential to develop children’s physical and mental well-being and to give them the opportunity to experience and learn in an outdoor and adventurous environment. This is part of our core curriculum for all Brook Street children.  
 




 Years 1 and 2


We make use of the Scout Camp at Rattlingate in years 3 and 4. In Year Three they study Photography and Cartography. The children make and use maps, have a go at orienteering, study the work of photography greats and then create their own nature photographs. In Year Four the theme is Bugs and Bush Craft. The children learn about different habitats. They also learn how to light fires, make their own wild shelters and the concept of Leave No Trace. 


We work closely with Susan’s Farm at Houghton to offer our children real-life experience of a working farm. In Year One the children learn about food and farming, how to look after and care for the animals, where food comes from, life cycles and enjoying the great outdoors. In Year Two the children do a woodland study, learning about different trees and plants, tasting fruit, looking for bugs, creating woodland art and learning bush craft skills. 












Outdoors in the Early Years Exploring the outdoors in an essential part of the Early Years curriculum. At Brook Street we make use of our own outdoor space and the Outdoor Classroom at the University of Cumbria. 


We have a great relationship with the Outward Bound Trust who support the school in giving every child access to two residential experiences. The first, based at Ullswater Outward Bound is a first challenge where the children experience a wide range of outdoor activities for the first time. The second will be at Aberdovey this year, where the children can practice and develop their skills in a range of activities so that they can improve different skills.
